Dancing can be fun for everyone at any 
level. 

Several factors contribute to a holding 
good dance, whether it be a club dance, 
convention, benefit, etc. The main thing 
is that the dancers have a good time. The 
caller and cuer are definite factors, enabl- 
ing the dancers to know what to do. The 
officers also contribute a lot, as do the 
host clubs, to helping a dance go smooth- 
ly. 

Visit clubs other than your usual to get 
a chance to dance to various callers and 
cuers. This will help you imp rove you dan- 
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cing skills, plus let you get to know them. 
You also meet and get to know different 
dancers and can invite them to dance at 
your club. 

Gather several club members and visit 
other clubs to steal or retrieve a banner. 
It can be a lot of fun, plus you are help- 
ing the other club with added attendance .  

Some of the smaller clubs can use this 
help. 

Get your club to do demonstrations. 
This is a way to show prospective dancers 
the fun you are having and maybe they'll 
join your club. Once new dancers are ob- 
tained it is up to you to become angels 
to continue the fun.  

Dixie Style to an Ocean Wave develop- 
ed from the Dixie Chain where the gen- 
tleman placed his lady in front, and they 
proceeded to chain. Someone came up 
with the idea to halt the action halfway 
through the chain so that the man kept 
ahold of the woman's left hand and join- 
ed hands with the other man to make a 
lefthanded wave. This became more 
popular than the original call to Dixie 
Chain. 

Teacup Chain, one of the most popular 
calls, was invented for exhibition dancers 
on a table using teacups... 

There were others, but we felt that 
these were the most interesting to share 
with you. 

EDUCATION REPORT

Did you ever wonder about the origin 
of the names of some of our square 
dance calls? The following is excerpted 
from an article entitled, "Dancing Tips" 
by Harold & Lili Bausch which appeared 
in the November 1989 issue of "American 
Squaredance" magazine. 

...Allemande Left comes from the 
French, and it means all round, by the left. 
Sashay means to side step. Ladies Chain 
is obvious, and Square Thru is from the 
square which is formed. California Twirl at 
that time in California was called Frontier 
Twirl. 

Trade By is explained simply as, out- 
siders trade as insiders pass by. Ferris 
Wheel is a take off of Wheel and Deal.

RUTHIE'S SEWING BASKET 

by Ruth McLay 

Here is a fairly new idea - continuous 
sewing. Perhaps you would like to try it. 

Let's learn continuous sewing! Sew all 
the facings, darts, underarm seams, etc. 
in one continuous strip, only connected 
by several stitches. You may sew as 
many seams as necessary, then cut the 
pieces apart. 

Now you are ready for a "pressing" 
session. Try using a so called "security 
blanket" when ending a seam. Use a 
scrap of firm fabric measuring 1" x 3". 
Stitch across this "blanket" at the end of 
each seam group. Then, cut away this 
"security blanket" from the previous gar- 
ment pieces after you have started a new 
seam. You can help speed your sewing 
along if you: (1) eliminate holding the 
thread - avoid machine jamming; (2) do 
not raise and lower presser foot frequent- 
ly; (3) eliminate cutting off long thread 
ends - making sewing neater; (4) never 
let your needle come unthreaded; and (5) 
you can save a lot of thread if you follow 
steps #3, #4 and #5. 

Using a "security blanket" will give you 
a chance to check the stitch setting be- 
fore you start sewing. If the needle point 
is dull or damaged you will first discover 
it on scrap fabric rather than on your ex- 
pensive dress fabric. It also helps for a 
better start when you have to begin your 
seam at the very edge. 

I hope these ideas have been helpful 
to you aii.

LEGACY LOOKS TO THE '90's

Legacy members are aware that 
square dancers are about to enter a new 
decade, the last of this century. Already 
the theme for the next Legacy meeting, 
in Wisconsin in 1991, has been chosen: 
"Square Dance Rockets to the Nineties". 
Members will discuss their "mission",

many other phases of the activity. 

A main Legacy goal since the inception 
of the organization in 1973 has been to 
preserve, protect and perpetuate square 
dancing. Square dancing, to Legacy 
trustees, is a generic term which includes 
square, round, contra, folk, traditional and 
clogging - all aspects of the activity. 
Legacy committee members are now
