1) 100% of club registered member- 
ship at time of payment. 

2) Complete roster of membership, plus 
a list of class members. 

3) All clubs have to pay the minimum 
fee ($25.00) in order to participate in the 
liability coverage of insurance. Note: not 
extra, but the minimum. 

4) If alcohol is present, the insurance 
in voided. 

5) All activities under the club spon- 
sorship must be registered with the Dis- 
trict Insurance Chairman. 

6) 30 days notice is required for demon- 
strations and exhibitions. All participants 
must be members of the insurance pro- 
gram. 

7) Any change in address or time must 
have 30 days notice. 45 days if a cer- 
tificate is required. 

8) Picnics, pool parties and the like can 
be covered with one-day term insurance, 
cost $250.00 and up.
