"AS I SEE IT"

BMI and ASCAP are organizations 
which try to protect the copyrights of 
artists. Many callers, cuers and clubs 
received a letter from BMI (Broadcast 
Music Incorporated) asking for fees for 
using copyright materials. Legally, the 
promoters of the dance (which may be 
the caller, cuer, club and/or the owner 
of the building) are responsible for the 
fees. Callerlab and Roundalab have en- 
tered into negotiations with BMI. The 
purpose of the negotiations is to ensure 
that callers and cuers who belong to 
Callerlab and Roundalab will be cover- 
ed, and will be licensed. 

In light of the above, and at this writ- 
ing, we do not know what the final costs 
will be for the callers and cuers for the 
licensing under BMI/ASCAP. We have 
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just heard that the negotiations have 
been completed and that there will be a 
news release coming out shortly. 

We all need to be aware that the cal-
lers and cuers are actually running a 
business. In this case, it is a business 
of entertainment, our entertainment. We 
pay a fee to go to a dance, for our rec-
reation and/or entertainment. 

In the normal operations of any busi-
ness, the costs of operations are paid 
through fees/costs passed on to the 
general public. Our professional people 
can certainly not afford to absorb any 
type of significant cost increase to their 
business without passing at least some 
of that cost on to their dancers. 

Currently, our activity is still the least 
expensive form of entertainment in our 
society. Where else can you go for 21/2 
hours of fun and fellowship for such a 
low fee of $4.50 to $6.00. 

While we all hate to see prices on 
anything go up, I think we must expect 
to see, sometime in the near future, 
some type of price increase. The in- 

crease may be as small as 25c or 50C per 
person. Whatever the final results, let us 
all work together to keep our square dan-
cing world active and growing.

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RUTHIE'S SEWING BASKET 	AN INVITATION TO ALL 
SQUARE DANCE STUDENTS

Listed below are a few steps that may 
help to make your sewing a little easier 
and more enjoyable. 

• First of all, make sure your sewing 
machine is in good condition by keep- 
ing it clean (dust free) and oiled. 

• Always have your ironing board 
handy when sewing - a trick used by 
famous designers - and keep it covered 
with a one-inch thick pad. Almost all 
materials can be pressed without seam 
ridges or dart ridges showing. 

• If you are using slippery material 
when sewing, try pinning a towel over 
the end of your sewing machine to pre- 
vent the material from sliding. 

• When sewing keep darts lying in 
their correct direction with seams open. 

• When making ruffles, make them 
twice the width of the piece they will be 
sewed to. 

• Easy-Sew Lingerie Elastic is the 
best brand to use for gathered, puffed 
sleeves. Use a wide zig-zag and long 
stitch length. The best size to use is one- 
quarter inch wide. When using other 
brands be sure the elastic is soft and has 
a lot of elasticity. 

Hopefully, these little hints will come 
in handy with your next sewing project.
