RUTHIE'S SEWING BASKET

Here's a good idea which may save 
you a lot of shopping around for a dress 
for that special holiday or dance. 

Try making an overlay or short apron 
that will change the appearance of your 
outfit. 

These aprons can be made fancy with 
ruffles or just plain, square or round. You 
may use or a sheer material or whatever 
strikes your fancy. Use a nice con- 
trasting color or the same color as your 
dress, using some kind of trim to make 
it stand out in appearance. If your dress 
is solid use a print for the apron. 

To trim your apron use a contrasting 
color of Ric Rac or lace. If you are so in- 
clined, use the latest rage - painting on 
flowers, teddy bears, or whatever you 
choose.
